Impact report
Purpose 

The purpose of this report is to report on the progress made against key areas identified in the Pupil Premium Strategic Plan 2018-2019 and indicate the impact of actions taken in helping disadvantaged pupils to overcome the identified barriers to their progress.
To continue to further improve the effective use of Pupil Premium funding and therefore increase the life chances and opportunities for vulnerable pupils, ensuring that actions are sharply focused and interventions targeted.
Target 1 – Employ Additional Staff

Music is provided for all classes throughout the school and delivered by a HLTA who is a qualified teacher. The HLTA has also provided interventions for identified pupils to support them in preparation for SATS. Year 2 children have received maths and phonics interventions and Year 6 have received intervention in maths and grammar. This has had an impact on children’s self-esteem and learning.
Target 2 – CPD for staff
Subject leaders have had training this year on developing our curriculum. We have had a joint staff meeting with another school to discuss the curriculum and we want for our children. Subject leads have mapped out curriculum areas with subject leaders. This will be in place for September 2019 and will provide our children with a broad and balanced curriculum offering them many chances for trips and activities that enhance the curriculum and their life opportunities.
Some staff have received Read Write Inc training which focused on 1 to 1 support for phonics in KS1. The results slightly dipped from last year, however the % of FSM6 children passing the test has gone up and the training has had a positive effect.

School uniform has been provided for all Pupil Premium children therefore increasing their self-esteem and ensuring that they are equipped for school and there are no barriers to them attending. It has also taken pressure of some of our families in terms of the expense.
School trips have been subsidised for Pupil Premium children as have residentials. Year 6 have attended Colomendy, Year 5 have been to Plas Caedean and Year 3 have been to Barstondale, all subsidised. These opportunities will develop their self-esteem, confidence and team building.
The whole school attended the ‘Terracotta Army’ exhibition at the museum and this was subsidised for all children including Pupil Premium. This enabled children to access and visit a once in a lifetime exhibition.
