                         ART AND DESIGN POLICY

Art and design 
“Art, craft and design embody some of the highest forms of human creativity. A high quality

art and design education should engage, inspire and challenge pupils, equipping them

with the knowledge and skills to experiment, invent and create their own works of art,

craft and design. As pupils progress, they should be able to think critically and develop a

more rigorous understanding of art and design. They should also know how art and design

both reflect and shape our history, and contribute to the culture, creativity and wealth of

our nation.” – National Curriculum 2014.

“Art is not just a subject to learn, but an activity that you can practice with your hands, your eyes, your whole personality.” (Quentin Blake, Children’s Laureate).

As a school we value and are dedicated to the teaching of art and design. We see this as

a fundamental part of school life. We are committed to providing an ‘Art Rich Curriculum’

for our children. We believe that by developing this we can contribute to the quality of

our children’s lives both within and beyond school. We see art and design as a means to

support learning in a range of ways. The skills that are developed in these subjects can be

transferred across the curriculum and thus aid learning.

Through the teaching of art and design, we focus on:

· Observing detail

· Sensitive, analytical and critical responses

· Increasing confidence

· Striving for high standards

· Raising self-esteem

· Imagination and creative expression

· Investigative techniques

· The opportunity to compare, contrast and appreciate different cultures.

Aims

As a school and in accordance with the National Curriculum’s expectations, we aim to

ensure that all pupils:

· produce creative work, exploring their ideas and recording their experiences

· become proficient in drawing, painting, sculpture and other art, craft and design

             techniques

· evaluate and analyse creative works using the language of art, craft and design

· know about great artists, craft makers and designers, and understand the historical and cultural development of their art forms.

Planning and Teaching
We use a variety of teaching and learning styles in art and design lessons. As an integral part of school life, art and design subjects are embedded in the schools’ ethos and planning mechanisms. Art and design is taught both in a cross-curricular way throughout the year and as part of a whole week at set points in the school year. Art and design time is managed effectively and creatively, allowing pupils sustained time for work. Art work produced is celebrated by means of display in the hall, corridors, classrooms etc. 
By the end of each key stage, pupils are expected to know, apply and understand the matters, skills and processes specified in the relevant programme of study. Class teachers are responsible for teaching art and design, although there will be times when professional artists/helpers will be involved in the teaching of the topic. 
Inclusion and Equal Opportunities 

All children at Much Woolton Catholic Primary School are entitled to participate in the art and design curriculum regardless of ethnicity, gender, religion and special educational needs. All children have equal access to resources and materials. Activities are differentiated when necessary to ensure the needs of pupils are best met. Work produced by all pupils is valued and celebrated through display, assemblies and class activities. Children who show particular aptitude are identified, encouraged and given the opportunity to flourish. 
Art and design in the Foundation Stage

At Much Woolton, we encourage creative work in the Reception class as this is part of the Foundation Stage of the National Curriculum. We relate the creative development of the children to the objectives set out in the Foundation Stage framework, which underpin the curriculum planning for children aged three to five. Activities are planned specifically to ensure a safe, well-resourced environment, which helps them to build on and develop their confidence and independence. A range of equipment, apparatus and stimuli is employed to encourage the development of specific skills. 

Art and design in Key Stage 1
Key stage 1

Pupils should be taught:

· to use a range of materials creatively to design and make products

· to use drawing, painting and sculpture to develop and share their ideas, experiences and imagination

· to develop a wide range of art and design techniques in using colour, pattern, texture,

         line, shape, form and space

· about the work of a range of artists, craft makers and designers, describing the

     differences and similarities between different practices and disciplines, and making               

         links to their own work.

Art and design in Key stage 2

Pupils learn to develop techniques, including their control and their use of

materials, with creativity, experimentation and an increasing awareness of different kinds

of art, craft and design.

Pupils are taught:
· to create sketch books to record their observations and use them to review and revisit

         ideas

· to improve their mastery of art and design techniques, including drawing, painting and

         sculpture with a range of materials [for example, pencil, charcoal, paint, clay]

· about great artists, architects and designers in history.
Assessment 
Assessment will be built into the planning of the subject, either regularly in small steps, or to complete a unit of work. All class teachers are responsible for short term planning based on medium term plans. We build planned progression in to the curriculum so there is clear challenge for the children as they move through each year group in the school. Class teachers are responsible for highlighting the skills of children and assessing their progress. 

They will:

· Identify the appropriate teaching and learning strategies required. 

· Provide a balance and variety in the classroom-of content and organisational opportunities for pupils.

· Assess and plan for the specific needs of children within their own class whilst adhering to the progression laid out in the scheme. 
Monitoring and Review
The Subject leader is responsible for monitoring the standard of the children’s work and the quality of teaching. This may be through lesson observations, work scrutiny or looking at other data for the subject. The Subject Leader is also responsible for supporting colleagues in the teaching of Art and design, for being informed about current developments in the subject, and fro providing a strategic lead and direction for the subject in the School. We allocate special time for the vital task of reviewing samples of children’s work and for visiting classes to observe teaching in the subject. 
Resources 

Art and design encompasses a wide range of resources within the school, giving children the chance to experience an extended variety of art styles, opportunities to work with different equipment, materials and textures and gain an insight into the work of famous artists. The art stock cupboard in the junior building holds the necessary equipment and materials. It is the responsibility of the class teacher to identify any further resources required in relation to their project. Teachers are to use a diverse range of resource material to cater for all the needs of the children. 
Hygiene and Safety
It is important that children are taught essential life skills to enable them to participate confidently and safely in art and design. Teachers have a duty to introduce children to a wide variety of techniques and the correct tools for a task. Children must complete art activities considering health and safety issues and consequences and must operate in a safe and hygienic manner when creating their work. The subject leader, if required, supports teachers to teach the skills necessary ensuring that children can create a piece of work in safety. 
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Non-Negotiables for Art and Design 

· Key vocabulary to be on display for the children to make reference to and use in sketchbooks from the beginning of the topic. 
· Short date at left top corner of page. No WALT, but title (underlined) used to indicate artist/ technique/skill being used in each different piece of Art work. 
· Sketchbooks used to record Art in the form of photographs, photocopies of artworks, pictures from magazines, comics, cards, calendars, stamps, samples of textures, fabrics, other materials.
· Children should annotate the works they produce in their sketchbooks. 

· Children must use sticky labels to make comments on their works.

· Children to comment in their sketchbooks on at least two of their pieces in an Art topic about the skill/s they have used. 
· Teacher comments on the penultimate Art piece, providing each child with some feedback before their final piece. Teacher to write comment on sticky labels so that they are not writing directly on the child’s art work. 
· Each unit to therefore have children’s feedback on two pieces and teacher feedback on one. You do not have to mark sketchbooks. Only in the format as explained above. 
· Children must evaluate artwork at the end of a unit.
· Separate class photo book to collect cross-curricular evidence of Art.
