· Provide quality collective worship and enriching liturgical celebrations.

· Enable our children to acquire an excellent religious education, through a well taught and resourced Come and See programme.

· Encourage all to develop their understanding of and relationship with God, while at the same time respecting that others choose to express their faith in different ways.

· Be positive role models, who treat each other with respect and are willing to forgive and be forgiven.

· Provide a stimulating curriculum, which is fun, challenging and relevant to the needs of our children.

· Value all our pupils and staff, appreciating their uniqueness and individual talents, enabling them to develop these to the full.

· Have high expectations of ourselves and each other, in all that we do.

· Ensure that all children reach their full potential through effective planning, assessment and evaluation, which will inform their next steps.

(Community)

· Create a positive atmosphere where all feel valued and are welcomed into our school community.

· Develop positive links between the school and parish community.

· Learn about and appreciate other faiths and cultures.

· Use our talents as responsible citizens to enrich the lives of others in our local and the global community.

This encompasses all we are as a school, our belief that every child is special and unique, in God’s likeness. This ethos produces a caring, calm but energetic atmosphere where children love learning and thrive academically, physically and spiritually.  These aims promote inclusive education in its widest sense in all areas of school life.

The school policy on charging for activities will aim to ensure that no child is excluded from an activity because of the inability or unwillingness to pay on the part of the parent/carer.

The Governors state that no profit is made on any trips or residentials unless otherwise stated and best value is always sought to keep costs as low as possible.

Those activities for which a charge may be made are governed by the Education Reform Act 1988 and laid down in the DFE Circular 2/89.

Education wholly or mainly within school hours (not including break times) will be provided free of charge. 

If a particular activity is limited to a specific number of pupils, the inclusion of pupils must not make reference to the ability or willingness to pay on behalf of the parent. A charge may be made for activities which take place partly or wholly outside school hours. Out of school activities will be organised to supplement and support formal learning in curriculum areas and to provide further experiences to enable pupils to develop their full potential. Exceptions to this may be made if school activities burden the school with additional costs that would not usually be incurred, or if equipment, rented by the school for pupils, is taken home eg musical instruments

Optional extras eg out of hours activities, before and after-school care Facilities

Charges will be made for all optional extras on a non-profit making basis. All parents will be notified when the trip or activity is organised.

Uniform

The uniform list provide the maximum flexibility to parents as to where they can purchase uniform items and regarding style in order for parents to obtain best value. The school will supply essential protective clothing when necessary eg. safety goggles.  Our uniform is available from FITWELL.

Residential Visits

The school will charge for board and lodging and transport for those pupils involved in residential visits (which are not compulsory, though children are encouraged to attend as part of the inclusion policy of the school).

For Pupil Premium children a reduced rate for such activities may be given, however it is the policy of the school to decide each year how best we use the Pupil Premium for the benefit of these children. It is not an entitlement for each child to access this funding.

Day Visits

Parents may be asked for a voluntary contribution to cover day visits arranged for individual classes if the school has insufficient funds to meet the cost. However no child will be prevented from taking part in the outing because parents are unwilling or unable to pay. But it may happen that without sufficient contributions the activity may have to be cancelled. This will be made clear to parents in the letter advising details of the activity.

Ingredients/Materials for Curricular Learning

Normally all ingredients and materials will be provided, though on some occasions, pupils may be requested to bring in low cost items from home for food technology lessons and to supply equipment to supplement that owned by the school; failure to provide these will not exclude a child from the activity.  However in cases where a child wishes to retain the finished produce, a small charge can be made.

Damage/loss of Equipment

A charge may be made for damage or loss caused by a pupil. This will be at the Headteacher's discretion.
