Spelling lists are issued on a half termly basis and each list should be learnt for the date on the top of the list. Our online Spelling Shed resource will help the children to learn their spellings each week.
The children are expected to be able to recognise and recall odd and even numbers to 50 by the time they leave Year 1. It would be great if you could help with the children learning this at home. Numbots is a great resource to use at home to build number knowledge and confidence 
The children are heard read daily through our RWI sessions. Some children will be heard read in addition to their guided session by our LSA, Mrs. Niblock There is a box in each class for books to be placed in on a Friday, record books must be signed by parents to say that they have heard their child read the book. New books will be sent home on a Monday. Children should be changing 1 book a week in Year 1.  

Year 1’s P.E. days are on Tuesday and Thursday children are allowed to come to school in the school P.E. kit and trainers.

The KS1 children are all provided with a piece of fresh fruit each morning and are no longer permitted to bring their own snacks into school. Please remember to label all uniform including water bottles, coats and hats etc.
